From the stellar '21 vintage, the Eligo represents the best of the range
of amazing vineyard sites from the Barossa (62%) and Eden (38%)
Valleys. Its concentration and essence-like with deep, resonant
blackberry, black cherry and Doris plum fruits with hints of clove, cin-
namon, purple flowers, licorice, dark chocolate, cedar, olive tapenade,
pan juices and earth. Thick shouldered but balanced and harmonious
with melt in the mouth, chocolatey tannins and exceptional length of
flavour.
